Quilt drop-off will take place on Tuesday, October 4,
from 7:15 AM to Noon and from 4:00 to 7:00 PM at
St. Mark’s Methodist Church (84th & Pioneers).

If you are not personally able to deliver your entries,
please make arrangements for someone to do so
during the quilt drop-off period.
 
When you drop off your quilts, we will confirm your
entries on a master list and then give you a Pick Up
ticket.  You will need this ticket to pick up your quilts
at the end of the show on October 8.  If someone
other than you is going to pick up your quilts, they
must have this Pick Up ticket PLUS a signed note
from you authorizing them to pick up your quilts. 
Quilts will not be released to anyone other than you
if they do not have the Pick Up ticket and your
signed note.
