FROM THE PRESIDENT’S PEN

Care and concern for "OUR" quilts

very woman should take a certain amount of exercise out-of-doors. It is

necessary for good health and good nature, too. If by doing so you will be
obliged to leave some of the work in the house undone, who will know or care one
hundred years from now? The Household, 1887. Good advice then and today. If
the women of 1887 were like me the out-of-door exercise consists of taking my
quilting out to the back yard swing and quilt in the fall sunshine watching the
leaves fall and the squirrels prepare for winter. Now this type of work, Ihope will
last and be noticed one hundred years from now. This brings me to my main
subject. lam quite concerned about information that isaccompanying a video put
outby Vanderkellen Galleries, “The World’s Largest Dealer in Antique American
Quilts.” This video was sent out to quilt guilds and many guild members. (The
guild’s copy is in the library at the Resource Room.) The quilts shownin the video
are listed as “American Made,” circa 1890-1960. What concerns me is the
information given to the consumer who wishes to restore a quilt to “prime
condition.” Concerning bindings: it states that “the binding is that approximately
1/4 inch wide folded-over edge which runs around most quilts. Replacing a
binding (by hand) is a simple job for anyone who sews to accomplish in an
afternoon.” Concerning stains and color bleeding and discoloring. “these can usually be bleached out with careful
use of bleach solutions and cotton swabs.” No mention is made about rinsing out the bleach which really scared
me. Iwould hate to see alovely old quilt destroyed by accident because a person didn’t have the proper or complete
information to correctly treat a quilt.

I have written to the company as a concerned quiltlover and expressed the same concerns to themasIhave
listed here. 1also sent them some Extension Service literature on quilt care, repair, storage and display along with '
names of agencies where more information may be obtained and urged themto supply more complete information
with the quilts. So far I have not received an answer. If you are also concerned, please take a little time to look at
this video and read the bookletaccompanying it. If you haven’t done so yet onawarmafternoon, take your quilting
outside and exercise those fingers, one hundred years from now someone will be very pleased that you did.

2 cups cooked ground beef
3 cups raw apples, ground
1/2 cup brown sugar

1/4 tsp salt

1 tsp cinnamon

1/2 tsp ground cloves

2 T whiskey

4 T Black Cherry wine

1/2 cups raisins

Make a double crust for 9" pie.

Combine beef, apples, sugar, salt, and spices in
saucepan. Cook over low heat until heated through.
Add a bit of beef broth if needed to keep beef from
drying out.

Stir in whiskey, wine and raisins. Pour into unbaked
pie shell, cover with top crust and seal edges.

Bake at 350 degrees for 45 minutes. Served warm, it
makes a statement!
