2. Letters of recommendation from three (3) persons acquainted with the scholastic or 

professional work of the applicant

The award may not be used to purchase equipment which will remain with the scholar when 
the project is finished. 
 
The applicant cannot knowingly derive financial or commercial gain from this award. 
 
The successful applicant will be expected to report to Lincoln Quilters Guild within a year 
following the award. 
 
Application Deadline 

A completed application form and three (3) letters of recommendation must be received by 
the Scholarship Committee Chairperson no later than March 1 of each year.
